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NASA Insignia Guidelines for NASA Grantees

Overview:

NASA has formulated new guidelines which are aimed to simplify and expand NASA 
Insignia use by NASA grantees (including cooperative agreement recipients, collectively 
herein, “Grantees”).  Grantees are strongly encouraged to use the NASA Insignia 
Format identified in these guidelines. The purpose of these guidelines is to increase 
awareness of NASA’s mission activities via Grantee partnerships for a broader and 
more diverse population.

Elements of the NASA Insignia Format for Grantees:

The NASA Insignia Format for Grantees shall consist of the NASA Insignia with the 
word “Partner” in Helvetica font centered below the Insignia, with both elements on a 
solid white background surrounded by a box. Nothing else should appear within the box
as shown in Figures 1 and 2. The NASA Insignia Format provides more options for 
proactively using the Insignia, because it identifies the Grantee’s relationship with NASA 
and visually confirms that NASA is not the owner of the Grantee’s associated content or 
property.

The following are applicable to the NASA Insignia Format for Grantees:

The Insignia must appear either in full color or in black and white as depicted 
above.  In full color, PMS colors are 185 red and 286 blue.
The full-colored Insignia cannot be outlined.
The Insignia cannot be distorted and elements cannot be shown separately.
The word “Partner” must appear centered under the Insignia in Helvetica font and 
in the same proportion as depicted above.
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
